Day 1 - 15" October 2008

Introduction - SWEA

Unfortunately Bulgaria has not been able to attend due to the EC audit at their offices.
There is some outstanding information that needs to be provided by EAP which will be
followed up later.

Many of the deliverables have been met since the last consortium meeting and
submitted with the 6 monthly progress report. Thank you for all your hard work so far.
The main challenges to date have been getting all of the schools on board and
securing support form the educational authorities but all partners have now fulfilled
this.

The main focus for the meeting will be to look at WP 4, and planning the next steps for
working together. Each partner will present the way that they plan to take their work
forward. There are not many deliverables required for the next 6 months, but we need
to be prepared for the large number of deliverables that will be coming at the end of
the project, so we should pay attention to the deliverables whilst we continue with the
project to prevent any problems in the last few months.
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Current Status Reports

Partners presented a general picture of their current work allowing for more detailed
presentations on the focus work packages on day 2.

Italy EALP:

There have been 2 steering group meetings held so far. The steering group has
currently agreed their action plan, evaluated the tools inventory and launched the kick
off meeting at Energeticamente, confirmed the tools to be used at the local level, and
planned the activity that will take place during the school year. More than 5 schools
are interested in joining the programme, so the selection process needs to take place.
Discussions are also underway to identify the work places.

Dissemination — Main activities that have taken place have been: Press releases,
school presentations, 2 conferences, many group presentations (to schools, the
education thematic group of managenergy, energy path finders, RAl EXPLORA etc.).
Dissemination of materials has also taken place at both national and international
conferences.

Germany EPBP:

5 schools have been selected from Berlin out of 160 secondary schools. There was
criteria for selection of the schools, for example, the schools needed to confirm that
more than one teacher would be interested in taking forward the project. EPBP then
met with each of the teachers designated in taking the project forward. The steering
group consists of the key contact teachers from each of the schools. There has not yet
been a formal Local Steering Group meeting. This is planned for 11" November 2008,
and will involve only the teachers to start with. As the work grows more people will be
invited to join the group.

Educational resources — There has been a wide range of internet research completed,

and resources has been sentto EALP.

Over the coming months there will be teacher training to provide them with
resources. This will lead to delivery of the energy surveys and development of energy
saving action plans.
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Flyers have been created for dissemination and distributed to each of the 160 schools
in the area. 2 newspaper articles (one daily paper, and one energy specialist review).

Italy AEA:

5 schools have been selected for participation and these are well spread across the
Perugia region. Each school is a technical institute for surveying, as they were most
interested in joining the project. A schools manager and a main teacher have been
identified within each school for the programme. Some schools have more than 1
class involved in the project. In total there are 7 classes involved in the project across
the 5 schools. So far 1 of the 5 workplaces has been identified as one of the schools
have chosen their own workplace. Existing links that schools have with businesses will
be used to ensure that the appropriate numbers of businesses are identified.

Local engagement - the local steering group will involve each of the school managers
and teachers from the 5 selected schools, a member of the surveyors association, and
a member of the educational directorate of Perugia. There have been 2 meetings so
far, the first to introduce the project to schools, and the second to; collate the
educational tools; agree the methodology for pupils to be able to evaluate
consumption and equipment and establish good energy behaviours and to plan a
didactic visit to a building materials company. After the 2" meeting, the educational
tools were updated, and the delivery of the energy programme at each of the schools
has commenced. Tools include methodology for monitoring consumption,
conducting energy surveys amongst others.

Dissemination - Flyer has been produced and widely distributed throughout the
region to schools, managers of school buildings, the association of surveyors,
engineers and industries and local authorities (educational councils) etc. There have
also been a number of opportunities to present YEP at conferences at both a local and
European level. The local website has been established with links to all relevant
project information as well as access to download documentation.

Spain AER:

There have been 3 LSG meetings so far. This comprised, teachers, councillor’s advisors
etc. There have been discussions about the educational
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
